When a member wishes to go trialing, it is compulsory to become a member of the organisation-Dogs SA. When 
joining Dogs SA you must also register your dog(s) that you wish to compete with. You can download an application 
form the Dogs SA website : www.dogssa.com or they are also available from the desk. 
 
Once you have joined, you will receive a monthly Dogs SA journal/magazine. The journal contains trial schedules 
for up and coming trial events plus lots lots more. All schedules will contain the name of the host club, time & date, 
Judges, details of entry, payment and the closing date. The journal will also print trial results and title awards.   
 
Entering your first trial:- 
Providing you have joined Dogs SA, you can now enter trials. A dog can only start competing in agility from the age 
of 18 months (no earlier). One of the first things you will then need to do is arrange with the Dogs SA Agility  
Advisory Committee to get you dog measured to receive a height card for your dog and as long as your dog is 16 
months or older you can get this done. Your dogs height card is for the life of your dog and should be taken to all 
trials you compete in.

Effective from 24th March 2011 



New Trial Awards and Bonus Points System 
Due to the difficulties in obtaining marked trial catalogues, the end of year trial awards and bonus system has 
been changed. The onus is now upon the individual members to submit their trial results to the committee/records 
officer to be considered for these awards.  
 
The current bonus system for titles gained where the numbers of NQ’s are accounted for are now to be replaced 
by the following calculation: 
 
Bonus points will be added for the length of time taken to gain a title. 
 
Less than 6 months — 30 points  
6 to 12 months — 25 points 
12 to 18 months —  20 points 
18 to 24 months —  15 points 
24 to 30 months — 10 points 
30 to 36 months — 5 points 
Over 36 months the dog is then ineligible for the award. 
 
All other award rules stay the same. 
Owners/handlers must submit the forms (example shown below), before the 6th October to be eligible for 
awards. A full sheet is available at the desk or club website.
